As a matter of fact, the part restriction of the rights aims to maintain political
regime and may be used in case of safeguarding rights of civilians (for example,
sanctions for culprit, and protection for individual who was affected in turn).

Moreover, if an individual consider that someone’s judgment or opinion
degrade his or her dignity, honor or business reputation, as well as other personal
rights, he or she is entitled to exercise the right given by the law. Also there is a
possibility to explain own point of view about the case in the same media, in order
to justify the false and widespread judgments by giving own statement [4].

In other words, government agencies have the right and permission to take
prohibition measures in accordance to halt disastrous actions, oppose propaganda
(which is aimed to undermine human dignity), terrorism. And especially - to
prevent distribution of the information, which may cause social, racial, national
and religious animosity.
